Dear Friends in Christ, 

Why You Do What You Do?  We talk about the bad things we do, the temp-
tations we face and about our good and gracious God who forgives our sins. 
Jesus died and rose to forgive sins and to restore us to be His people. ñWhy 
do we do the good things we do?ò Whatôs our motivation for our acts of ser-
vice?  

 

Some people do ñgood thingsò as something they have to do. We all know 
weôve done ñbad thingsò and we assume that the only way to make up for the 
bad things is to do good things. We hope that if we do enough good things, 
God will see our effort and sincerity and somehow the good will òout-weighò 
the badé..and God will forgive us. It doesn't work that way. God loves you in 
spite of the bad things you doé.and youôll never be able to do enough to 
cancel out the bad. Jesus has already ñpaid in fullò for the bad youôve done 
when He died on the cross. When you trust thaté.your forgiveness isnôt 
earnedé.itôs just received. Itôs a gift! Itôs freeéand itôs yours. 

  

Some people have the idea that once weôve trusted Jesus that we can do 
good things to somehow obligate God. We think if thereôs something we 
want God to do for us, if we just do enough good things then God will either 
see how sincere we are or God will ñowe usò and do for us what we want 
Him to do. If we just go to church or read our Bible, pray really hard or help 
someone in needé.we can use those things as a bargaining chip to control 
God so that Heôll see how good weôre being and will reward us with what we 
want Him to do. That doesnôt work either. We don't have a vending machine 
God. Our good works are not coins we put in the machine so that when we 
see what we want, put in enough coins and we can pull the knob or push the 
button and God will give us whatever our little heart desires. God answers 
our prayers according to His will, not according to your merit badges.

Harrison is elected LCMS president, Mueller first vp 
HOUSTONðRev. Matthew C. Harrison, executive director of LCMS World Relief and Human Care since 
2001, is the new president-elect of The Lutheran ChurchðMissouri Synod, and Rev. Herbert C. Mueller 
Jr. will serve as first vice-president. 
 
Harrison was elected on the first ballot July 13 by delegates to the church body's 64th Regular Convention, 
meeting in Houston.  He received 643 votes, or 54 percent ð 593 votes 
were needed to win.  
 

The Synod's current president, Dr. Gerald B. Kieschnick, received 527 
votes, or 45 percent.  Mueller, also on the ballot for president, received  
8 votes; Dr. Carl C. Fickenscher II, 5; and Dr. Daniel L. Gard, 1. 
 

Mueller was elected on the first ballot for first vice-president, receiving 
631 votes, or 53 percent.  He needed 600 votes for election.  Dr. William 
Diekelman received 339 votes; Rev. Daniel Preus, 82; Dr. Wallace R. 
Schulz, 81; and Dr. Jeffery Schrank, 64. 
 
Mueller, 57, of Waterloo, Ill., has served as president of the Synod's 
Southern Illinois District since 1994.  He is a 1979 graduate of Concordia 
Seminary, St. Louis.  He and his wife, Faith, have three children. 
 
Addressing delegates, a somber Harrison said, ñIf one member suffers, all 
suffer together.  If one rejoices, all rejoice together.  Right now there are 
many rejoicing and there are many suffering.ò 
 
He called his election ña tumultuous change in the life of our Synod.ò  He 
thanked Kieschnick ñfor his heart for evangelism and his deep desire to 
move the Synod forward,ò and said there would be ñchallenging timesò 
ahead. 
 
He told delegates ñyou have kept your perfect record of electing sinners as presidents of the Missouri 
Synod.  I guarantee you I will sin and fail.  I will fall short.ò  Harrison said he forgives those who have 
sinned against him, and asked forgiveness ñfor anything that I said or did that offended you.ò 
 
He asked for prayers, and promised to ñbe as straight with you as I possibly can, to the best of my ability, 
guided by the spirit of God.ò  He said he would ñwork as hard as I possibly can for unity around the clear 
and compelling Word of God and nothing else.ò 
 
Harrison, 48, graduated with a Master of Divinity in 1989 from Concordia Theological Seminary, Fort 
Wayne, Ind.  He earned his Master of Sacred Theology degree from the same institution in 1991, and is 
currently pursuing a Doctor of Philosophy degree from Concordia Seminary, St. Louis. 
 
Prior to his call to LCMS World Relief and Human Care, Harrison served for more than a decade as a par-
ish pastor in rural (Westgate, Iowa) and inner-city parishes (Fort Wayne). He served on the LCMS Board 
for Mission Services from 1998 to 2001, and is currently on the boards of Lutheran World Relief, Baltimore, 
and Lutheran Services in America. 
 
He and his wife, Kathy, have two sons.  The family lives in Ballwin, Mo., a suburb of St. Louis.
